Q: What is PRC?

A: Patient Referred Care or PRC is a
federally funded program with established
priorities of coverage based on funding for
referred care from tribal health care clinic
providers for services not provided within

our clinics for Sault Tribe members residing
within the established delivery care area:
Chippewa, Mackinac, Luce, Schoolcraft,

Delta, Alger, and Marquette.
